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Legislative Updates Move to Radio 
 
In February of 2012 the Chamber brought back our legislative forums as a way for our members and the public in general to connect with 
their state-level elected officials.  At the time, Boone County boasted representation from two senators and three representatives - split two 
Democrat and three Republican.  Those early forums featured lively debate and courteous disagreements between the party                   
representatives, but ultimately provided a unique and productive opportunity to hear the   personal feelings and views of our elected from 
both sides of the aisle.  After re-districting, our county fell back to two representatives and one senator, by chance, all from the Republican 
party.  Forum attendees gradually leaned toward opposing views and over time, the Chamberôs legislative forums became more              
contentious.  After the 2016 elections revealed single-party dominance from the state all the way up to the federal level, the word was on the 
street that these óforumsô were about to get ugly.  And ugly they became. Week in and week out, national news headlines featured harsh, 
angry words and at times, physical confrontations at forums and town-hall meetings held across the country.  Our 2017 program was not 
immune to this phenomena.   
 
As I moderated last yearôs forums I knew something would have to change as the original intent and fruitful interactions with constituents 
had been replaced with name-calling, yelling and high emotion.  I was not about to have our legislative forums   become the ñJerry Springer 
Showò.  And so, for the 2018 session, we have made a change.   
 
Working in partnership with KWBG Radio and News Director Jim Turbes, the Boone County Chamber of Commerce is moving to a written  
Q & A from constituents to be aired during the stations regular legislative update one Friday morning each month, February 9th, March 9th 
and April 13th.  During these shows Jim Turbes will incorporate questions from our members and the public, solicited through the Chamberôs 
social media pages and website, into his regular discussion of statewide funding decisions and bills under consideration.  Chamber Staff will 
work with the radio station to sift through these topics in an effort to cover a range of concerns and get feedback from our elected officials.   
 
We know many people will miss the face-to-face dialogue with their legislators.  But until such time our nation can return to civil discourse, 
we hope you can honor and appreciate the decision we have made.
